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From the Rector

At church these summer Sundays, our readings, according to the Revised Com-
mon Lectionary (the “lectionary” is the batting order, as it were, of Bible read-
ings read in worship) will be from Matthew’s Gospel and from Paul’s Letter to
the Romans. Our first readings will be from the Book of Genesis, moving into
the Book of Exodus in late August.

By happy chance, the first reading on the First Sunday after Pentecost
(Trinity Sunday) is the very opening of the Book of Genesis, that in the begin-
ning God created everything that is. Do I believe God is the Creator? Yes. In
the unfolding of the making of the universe, in its smallest and greatest parts,
God was and is at work. God is creator of all human life, and on the Glorious
Fourth we remember the statement that because of that we are endowed by
our Creator with certain inalienable rights.

Then on Sunday, June 26, we come in on the story of Abraham, frankly a
bit far along in that story. Because Easter was so late this year (about as late as
it can be) we come in on “Proper 8” which means there were seven weeks of
the story told before that we skip this year. To summarize a very important
story, Abraham and his wife Sarah were—in the context of Genesis—the first
people to believe in God. In that sense, all who believe in the one God are
descendants of Abraham. Abraham and Sarah were given a son, Isaac. On June
26, we come in on the story, with the unsettling and challenging story of God
testing Abraham, by telling him to sacrifice Isaac. (One of Wilfred Owen’s
greatest poems from the First World War, set to music by Britten in War
Requiem, is a powerful spin off this story—a powerful statement of grief and
loss out of the trenches.) We will follow these great stories through Jacob and
Rachel, and Joseph and then Moses.

When I was growing up in New England, worship in Congregational or
Presbyterian forms in school chapels and parishes I attended for one reason or
another, normally  ended Biblical readings with a prayer which more or less
went like this: May God bless to our understanding this reading from God’s
Word. I echo that as we begin a summer of Biblical readings. May God the
Holy Spirit give light and understanding to hear God’s Word—God’s living
and contemporary message—to us in these readings.

Make a habit of reading, being mindful, or
saying your prayers at a particular time every day, or in a particular place.
Create some family practices, like reading a Psalm before bed or saying
one of the collects from The Book of Common Prayer together before meals
or before trips.

3. Make new friends—Wherever you are, visit a church in the area. Pay
attention to how they worship and what you like about it. If you already
have a church home-away-from-home, enjoy spending time with them
and come back to us with stories and ideas.

4. Visit us—We’ll be here! Drop by if you are on a walk, or running er-
rands nearby. Call if you want to have a cup of coffee or lunch. And if you
have little ones who need a Church School fix, we can set up a time to
explore the classrooms.

Deacon Notes
I have been asked many times “What is the function of a perma-
nent deacon?” I hope this article provides helpful information
for you.

There are three distinct orders of ordained ministers: bish-
ops, priests, and deacons. Deacons, in addition to assisting bishops and priests
in their ministries, have a special responsibility to minister in Christ’s name to
the poor, the sick, the suffering, and the helpless (The Book of Common Prayer,
page 510). Deacons are directly under the authority of their bishop who gen-
erally assigns them to a parish/mission at the request and consent of the local
rector, vicar, or priest-in-charge who is the supervisor of the deacon’s work.
The deacon enters into a written agreement (covenant) with the parish or
mission and with the bishop and may be reassigned at any time.

Deacons are to have a regular parish connection where they function on
Sundays. Some of the traditional functions of a deacon include:

• Emphasizing the place of the Gospel in the liturgy (specifically, carry
the Gospel Book in procession, place it in a prominent place, read the
Gospel).

• When asked to deliver sermons, their sermons should focus on
servanthood and service within the community and/or the mission of
the Church in the world.

• Bringing the needs of the world to the Church (which may include
supervising the Prayers of the People), and encouraging the people to
bring the needs of which they are aware to the attention of the
community.

• At the Offertory, the deacon customarily prepares the table and receives
the gifts.

• The deacon is the minister of the chalice and may administer the bread
when needed.

• The deacon customarily pronounces the dismissal of the congregation
at the end of the liturgy.

• The deacon customarily carries the Paschal candle in procession at the
Easter Vigil and for Baptisms and for funerals.

• The deacon may lead the prayers for the candidates and other parts of
the service where appropriate for Baptism, Confirmation, and
Reception at services of Christian Initiation. The deacon’s role on these
occasions is indicated within the rubrics of The Book of Common Prayer
and other diocesan publications. Deacons may lead the Liturgy of the
Hours and officiate at burials. Under special circumstances and with
the permission of the Bishop, deacons may officate at weddings and
baptisms.

I sincerely hope that this gives a better understanding of the importance of
the permanent deacon in the life of a parish church and that we do more than
just dress up and look pretty in a collar and vestments.
